Constitutional courts

The decision-makers in Rawalpindi and Islamabad
should have taken the hint. Instead, their deter-
mination to have the controversial ‘constitutional
package’ bulldozed through parliament with an-
other attempt is now uniting the legal community

in anger and indignation.

Over the weekend, some 300 lawyers from
across the country — including some of the most
notable names in the profession — signed on to
an open letter addressed to the judges of the su-
perior judiciary, urging them to refuse to take any
part in a ‘constitutional court’ that is set up un-
der this government’s secretive legislative

agenda.

Saying that they recognise the Supreme Court
and the high courts as the only ‘constitutional
courts’ of the country, the lawyers warned the
judiciary against repeating past mistakes, regret-
ting, in particular, that “Our higher judiciary has,
for many decades now, lent legitimacy to a sus-
tained assault on our Constitution and on our

democracy”.

Underlining their opposition to the proposal
to set up a new ‘constitutional court’, these rep-
resentatives of the legal community have made it
clear that, in their eyes, such a court would be
considered a PCO court, “and those who take the
oath to serve on it will be PCO judges”.

This is unusually strong phrasing by the law-
yers’ community. While they doubtless would
have debated the merits and demerits of a consti-
tutional court more congenially in a different con-
text, right now, the brightest minds in the profes-
sion are seeing it as an existential challenge: a
move that represents a continuation of the series
of assaults launched by military dictators on
Pakistan’s constitutional order in the past.

There is no question that the timing of the
move has tainted its intent — perhaps irrevoca-
bly. After all, the government has made it clear
that it has little regard for the judiciary and its
prerogatives. Perhaps the proposal would have
been seen more charitably had the government
demonstrated that it is as subservient to the law
like everyone else. Instead, it chose to disregard,
even sabotage, express orders of the Supreme
Court on multiple occasions, with the latest be-
ing in the reserved seats case.

Given that it has established that it will not
obey legal authority except when it is bent in its
favour, how can it expect any court established
by it to be seen as fair and impartial? It is even
more troubling that the government wants to
handpick the judge who will sit atop this pro-
posed constitutional court. This will not only com-
promise the new court further but also potentially
sully the reputation of whichever judge agrees to
lead it.The lawyers have agreed that they will not
engage with this idea because they do not see it
as rooted in good faith. The judiciary, too, must
soon make its position known.

Unseen horrors

When yet another
Sudanese civil war
erupted in April 2023, the
then year-old Russian in-
vasion of Ukraine contin-
ued to hog the attention
of the so-called interna-
tional community. Now,
as Israel supplements its
bombardment of Beirut
with ground incursions
into Lebanon almost a
year after launching an
open-ended genocidal
assault on Gaza, the in-
tensifying catastrophe in
Sudan is still struggling
to attract anything more
than cursory concern and
the usual platitudes.
WHO Director-Gen-
eral Tedros Adhanom
Ghebreyesus has a pos-
sible explanation. “I think
race is in the play here.
... We see the pattern
now,” he told the BBC last
month, after describing
the “destruction, dis-
placement, diseases ev-
erywhere, and now fam-
ine” that he witnessed
during a visit to Sudan.
The violent tussle
for power between rival
military forces has
claimed at least 20,000
lives, mostly among civil-
ians; up to 12 million
people have been dis-
placed from their homes;
there is mass starvation
bordering on famine as
the cultivation of food
crops has dwindled and
the conflict interferes
with aid delivery. On top
of everything, there are
appalling indications of
the 2003 genocide in
Darfur being resumed by
the same perpetrators:
the Janjaweed militia,
which evolved into the
Rapid Support Forces
(RSF) now competing for
power with the Sudanese
Armed Forces (SAF).
The RSF and the
SAF jointly carried out
the 2021 coup that
crushed tentative hopes
of a transition to some
kind of democracy after a
popular uprising in 2019
led to the end of Omar al-
Bashir’s 30-year dictator-
ship. The duumvirate
formed by Mohamed

Hamdan Dagalo, the RSF
chief better known as
Hemedti, and the SAF’s
General Abdel Fattah al-
Burhan crumbled when
the latter insisted on a
relatively rapid integra-
tion of the RSF into the
regular armed forces.
Sudanese civilians have
paid the price, as evi-
denced last week when
the SAF embarked on a
fresh effort to retake
Khartoum.

Both sides have jus-
tifiably been accused of
atrocities, although the
RSF and its associates
appear to be well ahead
of the SAF in perpetrat-
ing sexual violence. Sys-
tematic rape as a weapon
of war was a prominent
part of the Janjaweed
modus operandi, and it
remains a favourite form
of torture for the RSF,
alongside arbitrary ex-
ecutions of young males,
especially in its vicious
campaign against non-
Arab ethnic groups.

At the UN General
Assembly last month,
Burhan, invited as
Sudan’s de facto head of
government despite the
limits of his authority,
appealed for international
initiatives to stop the
flow of weapons to the
RSF in order to end the
war (and, although he
didn’t say it out loud,
consolidate his power).
His remarks were widely
interpreted as a salvo
aimed primarily at the
UAE, which, notwith-
standing denials from
Abu Dhabi, has been
outed as the RSF’s big-
gest arms supplier, its lar-
gesse ranging from hi-
tech Chinese drones to
Serbian munitions.

A New York Times
investigative report co-
authored by Declan
Walsh revealed last
month how an Emirates
Red Crescent hospital in
Chad, near the Sudanese
border, set up ostensibly
to aid refugees from
Sudan, mainly treats in-
jured RSF combatants,
and is situated next to
drone hangars and a mu-
nitions storage facility.

The drones help to stave
off threats to arms deliv-
ery convoys. Back in
July, a Guardian report
revealed that Emirati
passports had been
found in a part of
Omdurman, across the
Nile from Khartoum, after
it was retaken by the SAF
from the RSF, indicating
that the UAE may be “co-
vertly putting boots on
the ground”. The discov-
ery was described by
analysts as “a smoking
gun” that called into
question Abu Dhabi’s
denials about its alleged
favouritism in the
Sudanese conflict.

The UAE president
stuck with his narrative
during his meeting with
Joe Biden last week, as
the US president hailed
his country as a “major
defence partner” — an
accolade hitherto re-
served for India — and
refused to call out the
controversial role of a
key Gulf ally that is a reli-
able customer for the US
military industrial com-
plex. The UAE leader-
ship, seen as indebted to
the RSF for its nation’s
misadventure in Yemen,
may also be guided by
Israel’s penchant for dis-
regarding the occasional
verbal diatribes from
Washington, as long as
the military and intelli-
gence supply chains it re-
lies on remain intact. And
they do.

Sudan is coveted for
its vast gold reserves and
extended Red Sea coast-
line, and the UAE is not
the only pebble on the
beach.

The Wagner Group
was once allied with the
RSF, but Russia now
backs Burhan, reports
suggest, alongside the
likes of Egypt, Turkey,
Saudi Arabia and even
Ukraine — not to men-
tion Iran. Russia and
China, alongside the
US and its European al-
lies, are all part of the
21%-century scramble
for Africa. But the UAE
might possibly have
trumped them all. --

New generation

At a recent parent-
teacher meeting at an elite
school, a parent com-
plained of her son’s poor
performance in Urdu. The
teacher told her not to
worry, as all his class-
mates were facing prob-
lems in Urdu. This is the
dilemma of our new gen-
eration, the Gen Z-ers,
born between the mid-
1990s and the late 2010s.
In fact, Gen Z-ers are the
first true digital natives,
with technology
seamlessly integrated
into their lives, unlike pre-
vious generations, who
are digital immigrants.
Among their two billion
worldwide, Pakistan is
home to seven million —
the fifth-largest Gen Z co-
hort after China, India, In-
donesia and Nigeria.

American sociolo-
gist George Ritzer ex-
plains the dilemma of the
new generation in The
McDonaldisation of So-
ciety. ‘McDonaldisation’
refers to the pervasive
expansion of the prin-
ciples of the fast-food
chain: speed, conve-
nience and
standardisation for di-
verse societies and geog-
raphies. The ensuing cul-
tural globalisation has
the advantage of being
democratic in nature, but
the associated
homogenisation threat-
ens diversity.

Previous genera-
tions learnt through au-
ditory delivery and
manual practices; Gen Z-
ers learn digitally and vi-
sually. Not surprisingly,
many skills are becoming
redundant such as callig-
raphy, classical music
and the learning of orien-
tal languages. Parenting
styles are also changing.
Previously, we saw heli-
copter parenting, with ex-
cessive parental involve-
ment and control in
children’s lives. Today,
Gen Z students are expe-
riencing a ‘CIA’ style of
parenting, where
progress and grades are
monitored through tech-
nology.

Cultural
globalisation also fea-
tures speed and effi-
ciency, manifested in au-
tomated banking ser-
vices, online shopping
and self-checkout
counters. However, the
downside of excessive
automation is
dehumanisation which
leads to poor tolerance in
times of stress. Dubbed
the ‘loneliest genera-
tion’, Gen Z-ers face anxi-
ety owing to disruptive
technologies, economic
uncertainty and loss
linked to the Covid pan-
demic. Moreover, previ-
ous generations would
spend their free time
socialising in person,
which releases mood-el-
evating chemicals in the
body. But this is missing
in the emoji- and text-
driven interactions of our
youth on social media
platforms today. They
frequently suffer from
FOMO, ‘the fear of miss-
ing out’, and so cannot
stay away from their
phones for too long.

Gen Z-ers are rela-
tively more pragmatic
than their predecessors.
They focus more on skills
than on theory and pre-
fer certification over de-
grees. Although they ex-
hibit more entrepreneur-
ial qualities compared to
previous generations,
they are more conserva-
tive and prudent when it
comes to finances. This
shift is mainly shaped by
the perma-crisis of the
2008 Great Recession,
Covid-19 and 9/11 hyper-
terrorism.

The new generation
prefers personalised ex-
periences, self-enrich-
ment and an adventurous
lifestyle. This has spurred
local tourism from Kalash
to Kumrat and Insta
selfies from Deosai to
Phander. However, this
hyper-mobility has two
associated trends. Firstly,
there is a hyper-exodus of
youngsters from Paki-
stan. According to the
UN World Population
2024 report, 1.6m Paki-
stanis left the country in
2023. This exodus is more

than the numbers from
the two most populous
countries: India (980,000)
and China (570,000). This
may be considered ‘brain
drain’ but also proves to
be a primary source of re-
mittances in the long
term.

The second trend is
the declining attachment
to ancestral lands. An ex-
ample is the third genera-
tion of Kashmiris who
have settled in the UK.
Older generations of the
Kash-miri diaspora
wo--uld invest back in
Kashmir and bring the
bodies of relatives for
bu--rial there. However,
the new generation of
Kash-miri expats has di-
minished emoti-onal and
financial interest in their
ancestral land. A similar
trend can be observed in
rural-urban migration.

The grooming and
blooming of Gen Z-ers in
the virtual world has
made it a generation of
‘scroll & troll’. Like the
gig economy’s short
TikTok reels, Mclobs,
micro-celebrities and
freelancing, our youth
display a short attention
span and an appetite for
instant gratification. This
makes it harder to focus
on deep learning or long-
term projects. Casual re-
lationships
‘situationships’ — are
developed online and
terminated by ghosting.

The age of marriage
age is moving to the late
20s.

During Juma
prayers, worshippers ar-
rive late and leave quickly
after the prayers. The re-
liance of Gen Z-ers on so-
cial media has made them
more vulnerable to fake
news and synthetic con-
tent. According to the
Global Risks Report 2024,
the top five risks that Pa-
kistan faces today in-
clude fake news and mis-
information.

In short, technology
has transformed the ‘glo-
bal village’ into the ‘glo-
bal street’, but Gen Z-ers’
excessive usage of gad-
getry may lead to a ‘tech

Exports increase by
14.11% to $7.87S bln
during Jul-Sep 2024

ISLAMABAD (APP):
The exports from the
country increased by
14.11 percent during the
first three months of the
current fiscal year as com-
pared to the correspond-
ing months of last year,
Pakistan Bureau of Statis-
tics (PBS) reported.
Exports during July-
September (2024-25) were
recorded at $7.875 billion
against $6.901 billion dur-
ing July-September (2023-
24), according to PBS data.
On the other hand, imports
into the country also went
up by 9.86 percent by

growing from $12.115 mil-
lion last year to $13.310
million during the first three
months of the current year.
Based on the figures, the
trade deficit during the
months under review was
recorded at $5.435 billion
against the deficit of
$5.214 billion last year,
showing an increase 0f4.24
percent.

Meanwhile, on year-
on-year basis, the exports
in September 2024 in-
creased by13.52 percent
to $2.805 billion from
$2.471 billion in Septem-
ber 2023.

Digital retail payments rise to
84% in FY24, Governor SBP

KARACHI (APP): Gover-
nor State Bank of Pakistan,
Jameel Ahmad, Wednesday,
stated that the share of digi-
tal payments in total retail
payments by volume has
risen from 76% in FY23 to
84% in FY24 while the
overall number of digital
retail transactions has in-
creased by 30%.

The number of trans-
actions processed using mo-
bile and internet banking is
growing at an annual rate of
70% and 30%, respectively,
he said and added, “This is
not surprising as the major-
ity of our population is
young and adept at using
mobile apps.” The governor,
while addressing the 13th
Bank of The Future Forum,
also underscored the SBP’s

commitment to fostering in-
novation and digitalization
within the banking sector
and paving the way for a dy-
namic financial sector in Pa-
kistan. He noted that rapid
technological change has not
only enabled banks to offer
innovative financial services
to customers but also em-
powered regulators to en-
sure compliance effectively
and efficiently through ad-
vanced data collection and
processing capabilities.

To facilitate the entry
of IT-enabled, non-banking
entities into the financial ser-
vices industry, the governor
said that, the central bank
issued the framework for es-
tablishing Digital Banks in
Pakistan in 2022 and later
in-principle approvals were

issued to five applicants
who will shortly start pilot
operations in the country.
The Governor shared that as
aresult of SBP’s efforts, to-
day in Pakistan, we have
around 59 million branchless
banking wallets, 19 million
mobile banking apps, an-
other 3.7 million e-money
wallets, and 12 million
internet banking users.
Reflecting on SBP’s
journey of digital transfor-
mation starting in 2002
with the Temenos and ERP
systems and a data ware-
house, Jameel Ahmed said
that the Real-Time Gross
Settlement System,
PRISM, was implemented
in 2008 while SBP has re-
cently established state-of-
the-art, Tier-3 data center.

UN Security Council calls
emergency meeting amid
aggravation in Middle East

Monitoring Desk
GENEVA: A day after Iran
struck back against Israel
after launching a slew of
missile attacks in Tel Aviv
following killing of top lead-
ership of Hezbollah by the
Zionist state, the United
Nations Security Council
called an emergency meet-
ing on Wednesday to dis-
cuss ways to avoid escala-
tion in the Middle East.

Recent episodes of
bloody confrontation be-
tween warring parties of the
Middle East brought the
matters on edge, culminat-
ing into a full-blown con-
flict in the powder keg re-
gion of West Asia.

United Nations Secre-
tary General Antdnio
Guterres once again called
for an immediate ceasefire
while British Prime Minis-
ter Kier Starmer con-
demned Iran’s attack on Is-
rael by reaffirming Britain’s
unwavering support for
Israel’s defence. The Brit-

ish PM urged Iranian lead-
ership to abandon support
for proxies aiming to target
the Zionist state.

Earlier, United States
of America President Joe
Biden also vowed to stand
by Israel come what may.

Iran fired a salvo of
ballistic missiles at Israel in
retaliation to the latter’s
campaign against Tehran’s
Hezbollah allies in Lebanon
and the killing of its chief
and that of Hamas.

Alarms  sounded
across Israel and explosions
could be heard in Jerusalem
and the Jordan River valley
after Israelis piled into
bomb shelters. Reporters on
state television lay flat on
the ground during live
broadcasts.

Reuters journalists
saw missiles intercepted in
the airspace of
neighbouring Jordan. Israeli
media reports said as many
as 100 missiles had been
launched.

After about an hour,
the military announced
there was no longer a threat
and “it was decided that it
is now permitted to leave
protected spaces in all ar-
eas across the country”,
with a “large number” of
Iranian missiles inter-
cepted.

Reports said between
150 and 200 missiles had
been fired in the attack.

It was Iran’s second
on Israel after a missile and
drone attack in April in re-
sponse to a deadly Israeli
air strike on the Iranian con-
sulate in Damascus.

Israel vowed to retali-
ate with an army spokes-
man saying it would re-
spond at the time and place
of'its choosing.

“This attack will have
consequences.

Iran’s Khamenei warned
Nasrallah of Israeli plot to
kill him, sources say

DUBALI: Iran’s Supreme
Leader Ayatollah Ali
Khamenei warned
Hezbollah leader Syyed
Hassan Nasrallah to flee
Lebanon days before he
was killed in an Israeli strike
and is now deeply worried
about Israeli infiltration of
senior government ranks in
Tehran, three Iranian
sources said.

In the immediate after-
math of the attack on
Hezbollah’s booby-
trapped pagers on Sept 17,
Khamenei sent a message
with an envoy to beseech
the Hezbollah secretary
general to leave for Iran, cit-
ing intelligence reports that
suggested Israel had opera-
tives within Hezbollah and
was planning to kill him,
one of the sources, a senior
Iranian official, told
Reuters.

The messenger, the

official said, was a senior
Iranian Revolutionary
Guards commander, Briga-
dier General Abbas
Nilforoushan, who was
with Nasrallah in his bun-
ker when it was hit by Is-
raeli bombs and was also
killed.

Khamenei, who has
remained in a secure loca-
tion inside Iran since Sat-
urday, personally ordered
a barrage of around 200
missiles to be fired at Is-
rael on Tuesday, a senior
Iranian official said. The
attack was retaliation for
the deaths of Nasrallah and
Nilforoushan, the Revolu-
tionary Guards said in a
statement. The statement
also cited the July killing
of Hamas Leader Ismail
Haniyeh in Tehran, and
Israel’s attacks on Leba-
non. Israel has not claimed
responsibility for
Haniyeh’s death.

Almost 1.3 million
US customers still
without power
from Hurricane

FLORIDA: Almost 1.3 mil-
lion homes and businesses
were still without power in
the US Southeast and Mid-
west on Wednesday after
Helene slammed into the
Florida Panhandle as a major
hurricane on Sept 26, accord-
ing to data from
PowerOutage.us. Those out-
ages were down from around
1.7 million on Tuesday as
utilities continued to restore
power. In total, the storm
knocked out service to around
5.5 million customers, pre-
dominantly in the Southeast.
Helene’s winds, rain and
storm surge killed more than
160 people. The utility with
the most outages was US en-
ergy company Duke Energy
in the Carolinas with about
323,000 customers still out
in South Carolina and 299,000
still out in North Carolina, ac-
cording to PowerOutage.us.

Palestinian officials say
51 Kkilled in Israeli strikes
on southern Gaza

DEIR AL-BALAH: Israeli
strikes killed at least 51
people in southern Gaza
overnight, including women
and children, as the military
launched ground operations
in the hard-hit city of Khan
Younis, Palestinian medical
officials said Wednesday.

Israel has continued to
strike what it says are mili-
tant targets across Gaza
nearly a year after Hamas’
Oct. 7 attack ignited the war
there, and even as attention
has shifted to Lebanon and

Iran. Israel has launched
ground operations against
Hezbollah in Lebanon, and
Tehran fired ballistic mis-
siles on Israel late Tuesday.

Separately, Hezbollah
said its fighters clashed with
Israeli troops in the Lebanese
border town of Odaisseh,
forcing them to retreat. There
was no immediate comment
from the Israeli military or
independent confirmation of
the fighting, which would
mark the first ground com-
bat since Israeli troops
crossed the border this week.

Unexploded US
bomb causes minor
blast at Japan airport

KYUSHU: An unexploded
US bomb caused a minor
blast at a regional Japanese
airport, officials said on
Wednesday, with reports
saying that the device likely
dated from World War II.

Footage on Japanese
media showed a cloud of
dust rising from a blast on a
taxiway at Miyazaki Air-
port on the island of
Kyushu. The airport in
southern Japan originated
in 1943 as an Imperial Japa-
nese Navy base, sending
dozens of “kamikaze” air-

craft on suicide missions.
There were no reports
of injuries but dozens of
flights were cancelled. The
airport confirmed part of a
taxiway had caved in.
“After investigation
with the Self-Defense
Forces, we concluded that
it is an explosion of a US
unexploded bomb,” a trans-
port ministry official told
AFP. The official added
that it was not known
whether the bomb was
dropped during World War
I1, though local media re-
ported it likely was.

Russia rules out
nuclear talks with
US given its

Bangladesh
factories reopen
amid garment

Monitoring Desk
DHAKA: Most garment
factories in Bangladesh re-
opened on Tuesday, a day
after violent protests over
a pay hike left one worker
dead and several others in-
jured, officials said.

Bangladesh, one of the
worlds largest garment pro-
ducers and a supplier to
western brands such as
H&M, Zara and Carrefour,
has been facing widespread
protests in recent weeks,
leading to the closure of
dozens of factories. The
protests have worsened an
already significant produc-
tion backlog.

Iran’s president visits
Qatar, aims to rally
opposition to Israeli crimes

DUBALI: Iranian President
Masoud Pezeshkian arrived
in Qatar on Wednesday for
bilateral talks and a summit
at which he said he hopes
to enlist Asian countries’
help in preventing what he
called “Israeli crimes” in the
Middle East. Starting his
first trip to Qatar as presi-
dent, Pezeshkian criticised
Israel over the killing of
Hamas leader Ismail
Haniyeh. Iran blames Israel
for Haniyeh’s assassination
on July 31. Israel has nei-
ther claimed nor denied re-
sponsibility for his death.

Since then, Israel has
assassinated the leader of
the Iran-backed Hezbollah
group in Lebanon, Hassan
Nasrallah, and sent troops

into southern Lebanon on
what it called a limited op-
eration. Iran responded by
firing a barrage of missiles
at Israel on Tuesday.

“We also want secu-
rity and peace. It was Is-
rael that assassinated
Haniyeh in Tehran,”
Pezeshkian was quoted
saying on his arrival in
Qatar by Iran’s Student
News Network. “Europe-
ans and the US said if we
do not act, there will be a
peace in Gaza in one week.
We waited for them to have
peace but they increased
their killing”. Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu, whose country
faces conflicts against both
Hamas in Gaza and
Hezbollah in Lebanon.

Myanmar civil war fuels
surge in cross-border drug
trade, Thailand official says

BANGKOK: Thailand has
seen a surge in illegal drugs
trafficked from
neighbouring Myanmar and
asharp increase in metham-
phetamines and heroin sei-
zures, as a civil war adds
fuel to the regional drug
trade, a senior Thai counter-
narcotics official said.

Apikit Ch.Rojprasert,
deputy secretary-general of
Office of the Narcotics
Control Board (ONCB),
said the northern region re-
mains the main trafficking
route into Thailand, with
dealers going through the
mountains or on the
Mekong river to bring in
methamphetamine tablets
and crystal meth, also
known as ice.

Thai authorities say
organised crime networks
have allied with militias
and rebel groups to set up
“super labs” in
Myanmar’s Shan and
Kachin States.

A junta spokesper-
son declined to comment
for this story but
Myanmar’s ruling junta
has previously said it is
committed to working
with neighbouring coun-

tries to tackle narcotics.
“Because of the
armed conflict, the drug
trade is one of the factors
used to fund weapon pur-
chases or drive the fight-
ing forces,” Apikit told
Reuters in an interview.
“We have to be vigi-
lant about crimes that are
linked to drug trafficking
and work with
neighbouring countries.”
Myanmar is locked in
a civil war, with the mili-
tary fighting on multiple
fronts and losing territory
to an armed resistance
movement loosely allied
with several ethnic minor-
ity rebel groups. The mili-
tary took over the
Myanmar government in
2021. Seizure of meth tab-
lets in the first eight and a
half months of this year
in Thailand’s northern
provinces of Chiang Mai,
Chiang Rai and Mae Hong
Son increased by 172%
from the amount seized in
all 02023 to 346 million
pills, ONCB data showed.
Seizure of crystal
meth in those provinces in-
creased by 39% over the
same period to 6.48 tons, the
data showed.

Balochistan, he said.

From October 2019 to
September 2024, Merck
has collected data of acci-
dents on the national high-
ways of the province so
that these data are being
tested, he said.

He said that 53457
accidents have occurred in
Balochistan during the last
5 years, in which 73084
people were injured and
1327 people lost their lives.

He said that 24206
OPDs have been conducted
in 1122 MERC centers so
far and first aid has been

provided to the people.

He said that currently
there are 22 active centers
on 5 national highways of
Balochistan, while more
new centers would be set
up and made active soon
so that other highways
could be monitored and
medical assistance to be
provided to people in case
of accidents.

He said that in
Balochistan, most accidents
are caused by motorcycles,
the rate of which is 82 per-
cent, the rate of accidents
of large vehicles is 6, while
the rate of mishaps of small
vehicles is 12 percent.

MERC 1122 is tasked
with providing first aid to
the victims of accidents on
the national highways and
transporting them to the
hospital while living in lim-
ited resources, he said.

He said that Sacrococ-
cygeal teratoma is a rare
tumor that develops under
the spine near the tailbone
(coccyx), SCTs are congeni-
tal, meaning they are
present at birth and are usu-
ally benign.

SCT occurs in about
one in every 35,000 babies,
making it the most common
tumor found in newborns,
he mentioned. The girl’s
parents also went to Punjab
for treatment, but due to
lack of money for the op-
eration, they were unable to
treat the girl.
