Jubilant Trump pledges to heal America’s wounds, end scourge of wars,
says America has given us an unprecedented and powerful mandate

WASHINGTON: Donald
Trump has been elected the
47th president of the United
States capping a remarkable
comeback four years after
he was voted out of the
White House and ushering
in a new American leader-
ship likely to test demo-
cratic institutions at home
and relations abroad.

Trump, 78, recaptured
the White House on
Wednesday by securing
more than the 270 Electoral
College votes needed to
win the presidency, Edison
Research projected, fol-
lowing a campaign of dark
rhetoric that deepened the
polarization in the country.

The former president’s
victory in the swing state
of Wisconsin pushed him
over the threshold.

“America has given us
an unprecedented and
powerful mandate,”
Trump said early on
Wednesday to a roaring
crowd of supporters at the
Palm Beach County
Convention Center in
Florida.

Trump’s political ca-
reer had appeared to be
over after his false claims
of election fraud led a
mob of supporters to
storm the U.S. Capitol on
Jan. 6,2021, in a failed bid
to overturn his 2020 de-
feat.

But he swept away
challengers inside his Re-
publican Party and then

Trump claimed, without
evidence, was a rise in
crime due to illegal immi-
gration.

Harris did not speak to
supporters who had gath-
ered at her alma mater
Howard University.

Meanwhile US presi-
dent-elect Donald Trump
on Wednesday reiterated
his resolve to “Make
America Great Again” in his
address to his supporters
at the Palm Beach County
Convention Center in
Florida.

“America has given us
an unprecedented and
powerful mandate,” he told
aroaring crowd of support-
ers. He was flanked by his
vice presidential running
mate, Senator JD Vance,
Republican leaders and
members of his family.

“This, I believe, was the
greatest political movement
ofall times. It will help our
country fix all things. We
overcame obstacles every-
one believed we would not
be able to,” added a beam-
ing Trump.

President-elect Trump
unlikely to seek Imran’s

Following
Trump’s victory, Khan
congratulated the US presi-
dent-elect, saying that he
will be good for “Pak-US
relations based on mutual
respect for democracy and
human rights”.

Pakistan slams fake news drives by occupying
States in Kashmir & Palestine, urges counter-measures

(APP): Pakistan has de-
plored the wuse of
disinformation by occupy-
ing States to suppress the
people’s voices in Kashmir
and Palestine, underscoring
the need for stepped up ef-
forts to combat that perva-
sive threat. The harmful im-
pact of fake news and
disinformation is magnified
when states employ these
tactics in situations of for-
eign occupation to suppress
the voices of people, denied
basic freedoms, including
the UN-sanctioned right to
self-determination,” Paki-
stani delegate Amanat Ali
told the UN General

Assembly’s Fourth Com-
mittee, which deals with
special political and
decolonization matters.

Speaking in a debate on
‘Questions Relating to In-
formation’, he said that In-
dian Occupied Jammu and
Kashmir and Occupied Pal-
estinian Territory “are a case
in point.”

“Central to this ma-
nipulation are internet
blackouts, censorship,
and restrictive media laws
enforced by occupying au-
thorities,” Amanat Ali,
press counsellor at the Pa-
kistan Mission to the UN,
the Pakistani delegate said,
adding, “These actions are

intended to delegitimize
freedom movements and
create an environment of
fear, intimidation, and vio-
lence.”

Noting that fake news
and misinformation under-
mine trust in the United
Nations, especially in the
context of rising geopoliti-
cal tensions, ongoing geno-
cidal war in Gaza and cli-
mate threats, he called for a
“sustained communications
campaign” by the Depart-
ment of Global Communi-
cations (GDC), in collabo-
ration with Member States,
to highlight the UN’s
achievements and contribu-
tions.
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Rushed legislation

The law minister and defence minister had noise-
blocking headphones snapped on as they rushed
through half a dozen pieces of important legisla-

tion on Monday evening.

It was a fitting metaphor for the manner in
which the ruling parties have lately gone about
conducting legislative business. Six bills were in-
troduced in and passed by the National Assembly
and Senate in record time to extend the tenure of
the armed forces chiefs to five years, with the pos-
sibility of another five-year extension, and to in-
crease the number of judges in the Islamabad High
Court and Supreme Court.

It seems pointless to ask why the government
saw it appropriate to bulldoze these bills: for all its
stress on ‘supremacy of parliament’, the ruling
coalition has, thus far, wasted no opportunity to
reiterate where its allegiances truly lie. Perhaps if
the opposition had been allowed to have its say,
some respect for the legislature may have been

salvaged.

The decision to extend the military chiefs’ ser-
vice tenure as well as the tenure of their exten-
sions to five years came as a surprise. Though
government representatives were later at great
pains to explain, on national media, how wonder-
ful the decision was for Pakistan as it would put to
rest the frequent intrigues that chase the appoint-
ment of an army chief, one wonders why they did
not say so in parliament when the legislation was

tabled.

Indeed, the speed with which all legislative
business was concluded — in 24 minutes in the
National Assembly and 16 minutes in the Senate
— suggested that the justifications may have been
an afterthought. A five-year tenure for services
chiefs may indeed create some positive externali-
ties — especially in terms of stability and continu-
ity of policy within the armed forces — but it is
difficult to understand why service extensions,
which are, in any case, supposed to be granted in
special circumstances only, also needed to be ex-
tended for the length of another full tenure.

Lastly, it defies understanding why the gov-
ernment now wants to pack so many more judges
into the higher courts, especially after the supe-
rior judiciary has been rendered nearly toothless
after the 26" Amendment. It is a documented fact
that the backlog of court cases, often cited by this
government as the reason for its repeated interfer-
ence in the judicial structure, is disproportionately
higher at the lower levels of the judiciary.

Yet, no legislation has been brought to rem-
edy this dysfunction, while the powers of superior
courts continue to be diluted on the pretext. In-
deed, the government’s legislative agenda has so
far seemed focused less on ‘actual problems’ and
more on ‘our problems’. When this will change, is
anybody’s guess. One hopes our lawmakers are
now feeling more secure in their positions, and a
redirection of priorities will come soon.

Type 2 eyewash

Eyewash arrangements
are usually required at
two locations: in indus-
try, to provide emer-
gency eye decontamina-
tion when a worker’s
eyes are exposed to
harmful chemicals, dust
or material; and in poli-
tics, to throw dust into
the eyes of the people
by repeatedly hurling
misleading or illusory
statements, plans or
promises at them.

While the first is
classified as a desirable
‘emergency control’, the
second, or Type 2 eye-
wash is considered de-
ceptive and detrimental.
This article endeavours
to explain how Type 2
eyewash has come to be
accepted as a ‘standard
operating procedure’
and how to treat this
malaise.

On May 8, 2024,
the prime minister, in a
state of excitement,
launched a fiery Type 2
eyewash, saying, “To-
day, with iron convic-
tion ... we will handle
the challenge of 26 mil-
lion out-of-school chil-
dren. I declare from this
moment an Emergency
in Education all over
Pakistan”. Four months
later, on Sept 8, 2024,
jolted by International
Literacy Day (and hav-
ing forgotten what he
said earlier), he launched
the same imaginary edu-
cational emergency.
These outbursts
weren’t based on prior
research, thought or
planning. Such emo-
tional eruptions are not
known for improving
school enrolment num-
bers.

Type 2 eyewashes
are typically launched
by announcing a ‘week’
or a ‘drive’ — for ex-
ample, a ‘cleanliness’,
‘anti beggary’, ‘ban-the-
plastic-bag’ or ‘auster-
ity’ drive. The ‘auster-
ity drives’, however,
get the prize for the best
optical illusions. Con-
sider, three austerity
drives that were
launched in the last 14
months, ie, the National
Austerity Committee, a
committee on the reduc-

tion of government ex-
penditure, and the Com-
mittee on Rightsizing of
the Federal Govern-
ment. All they did was
to recommend reducing
government depart-
ments from 53 to 52.

Taking advantage
of this smokescreen, the
Punjab government de-
cided to dent the exche-
quer by its wasteful ex-
penditure of Rs617m —
even before the arrival
of IMF money — on the
purchase of 79 new
luxury vehicles. This
uncontrolled binge came
only after similar luxury
vehicles worth Rs180m
had already been pur-
chased for the Punjab
Assembly two months
earlier.

Not to be left be-
hind, the Sindh govern-
ment, in September
2024, decided to spend
Rs2 billion on buying
luxury double-cabin 4x4
vehicles to cushion the
tired haunches of its 138
assistant commission-
ers and commissioners.
It appears as if ‘auster-
ity drives’ are designed
to accelerate official ex-
travagance with re-
newed vengeance —
akin to dropping a
heavy cargo of luxury
vehicles on a sinking
ship.

What are some
practical ways of rein-
ing in leaders’ craving to
deliver the next salvo of
Type 2 eyewash? The
first piece of advice for
those seeking this treat-
ment is to keep the up-
per and lower lip tightly
glued together for as
long as possible. Be
brief and use facts, in-
stead of emotions or
potboilers.

Spend at least as
much time on thinking,
reading, planning and
organising as on making
a speech. Next, learn to
differentiate between
wishes, facts and hot
air. Say only what you
really mean, what you
can actually do, and
what you may have al-
ready done. Avoid plati-
tudes like ‘this will be

the last IMF
programme in
Pakistan’s history’.

Even high school kids

can easily see through
the cavity of this mis-
used announcement.

The best way to
avoid Type 2 eyewash
is to be aware of what
constitutes an eye-
wash. Invariably, it is
composed of hollow
slogans, rusted clichés,
‘austerity drives’, emo-
tional waffle, false
promises or a mixture
of all these.

It is helpful to re-
member that these are
negative motives, with
chronic harmful effects
in the long run.

They are used only
to look good, to ap-
pease, to fool, and to
buy time. A good strat-
egy to avoid this
eyewa-sh is to fre-
quently pa--use and re-
flect on the ratio of the
wheat and chaff in
one’s statements and
actions. Frequently
stepping down from
the Type 2 eyewash
treadmill and going for
a long walk can help re-
store one’s perspective.

Besides its medical
benefits, a long, soli-
tary walk is an excel-
lent opportunity to in-
trospect on what one is
trying to accomplish.
One must constantly
ask as to whether the
unending, pretentious
rhetoric is backed by
facts or is mere eye-
wash. A simple litmus
test for an ‘austerity
drive’ is one’s willing-
ness to stop the pur-
chase of all new luxury
vehicles and withdraw
all 150,000 or so al-
ready issued govern-
ment vehicles, their Sm
litres of free fuel per
month, their 150,000
drivers and their mis-
use. If you are not will-
ing, be sure, you are
into big-time Type 2
eyewash.

If the answer is
‘yes’, you are an up-
right leader who will be
remembered for recov-
ering the pilfered funds
and hopefully return-
ing them to their right-
ful owners — the sani-
tation workers, security
guards, coal miners and
the railway coolies of
Pakistan. -- Courtesy

True Brits

There are ways in which
Kemi Badenoch’s advent
as Britain’s opposition
leader, at the helm of the
Conservative Party, can
be seen as a remarkable
progression. A black
Tory leader is decidedly
an advance for a party
that has long relied on
anti-immigrant sentiment
as a core value for its
electoral support.

The Labour Party
has consistently
boasted more ethnically
diverse MPs since 1987,
and by 2019 more than
half of its parliamentary
representation con-
sisted of women. But it
has never had a female
leader, and its front
bench has been domi-
nated by white men in
both government and
opposition. The Conser-
vatives, by contrast, can
lay claim to three female
prime ministers, an Asian
PM (via Kenya and Tan-
zania), and currently an
opposition leader who
was born in Wimbledon
but grew up in Nigeria,
and considers herself a
first-generation immi-
grant.

As a student in En-
gland more than 40 years
ago, I struggled to under-
stand why any Briton
from an ethnic back-
ground would be at-
tracted to the Tories. The
Labour alternative was
problematic in many
ways, but did it not point
to a relatively brighter
future for ethnic minori-
ties and the working
class? I was gobsmacked
in the early 1980s when a
purported Pakistani com-
munity leader in Oxford
— a charming host, work-
ing class by profession
— turned out to be a Tory
by nature. I cannot cer-
tify whether the cause lay
in his political ignorance
or his illiteracy. After all,
certain conservative so-
cial values were endemic
among early immigrants
from South Asia. But, af-
ter arriving in the prom-
ised land, how could they
possibly be oblivious to

the race and class divide
of the society in which
they found themselves?

Many of the early
Caribbean immigrants
recognised soon that the
imagined yellow brick
road was just a dirt track.
It took longer for the
South Asians. Some of
them were radicalised by
the racist experience,
while others fell in line
with the established or-
der of their former colo-
nial masters. The latter
tendency has been re-
flected among most of
those who typified both
the ethnic diversity and
ideological perversity of
recent Tory front
benchers.

That’s no excuse
for Labour skipping on
the diversity while more
or less matching the per-
versity of the Conserva-
tives. This aspect has
been particularly evident
since Keir Starmer, under
false pretences, acquired
the Labour leadership
and initially focused on
expelling potential ad-
versaries — mainly crit-
ics of Israel’s inevitable
descent into open geno-
cide, including his prede-
cessor Jeremy Corbyn.
It’s worth noting that
Labour got fewer votes
this year, when it won by
a landslide, than it did in
2019, when it lost by a
landslide. It suggests the
British electorate is more
attuned to the ideologi-
cal ebbs and flows than
one might assume.

Under  Corbyn,
Labour was for a while
Europe’s largest political
party in terms of member-
ship. In his leadership
bid, Starmer vowed to
adhere to the party’s
fairly popular manifesto,
but steadily stepped
away from potentially
progressive leanings as
opposition leader and
PM, losing little time in
expelling Corbyn and
several of his anti-Zion-
ist supporters from the
party. Starmer’s attach-
ment to the Zionist
Netanyahu regime and
its genocidal inclina-
tions is reflected in the

doubling of US special
forces flights to Israel
from a British base in
Cyprus. What are the
chances that any of the
culprits on either side of
the Atlantic will ever be
prosecuted for war
crimes? After it emerged
that 100 or so Labour ac-
tivists had volunteered
in their spare time to
door-knock for Kamala
Harris and that Donald
Trump was upset,
Starmer was desperate to
claim that it wouldn’t af-
fect his subservience to
a future Trump ad----
ministration.
Badenoch, for all
her ‘anti-woke’ postur-
ing and selective oppo-
sition to fellow immi-
grants who don’t mea-
sure up to the atrocious
‘values’ she holds dear,
is unlikely to ever replace
Starmer, unpopular as he
may be after a budget
that sufficiently as-
suages the IMF’s con-
cerns with its trickle-
down tendencies while
pumping more resources
into defence than
healthcare, education or
broader welfare. The tax
raises won’t trouble the
very rich, including his
hitherto ATM Lord
Waleed Alli, but nor will
they benefit the working-
class victims of his
neoliberal predilections.
Badenoch has re-
vived Priti Patel’s politi-
cal prospects — and the
likes of the even more
vicious Suella
Braverman, Sajid Javid
and James Cleverly
(who lost the leadership
contest by relying too
hard on the fellow idiots
that populate his party)
are waiting in the wings.
It’s unlikely, though, that
anyone is betting much
on her prospects of re-
placing Starmer as PM at
the next election. As the
sixth Tory leader in eight
years, she might not last
long enough. On the
other hand, who knows
what will ensue if Starmer
proceeds with his self-
immolation more rapidly
than one expects. --

FM Aurangzeb highlights
economic improvement,

“These are the
foundations on which we
can rebuild our economy,”
the Minister said, noting
that Pakistan’s credit rating
has improved and is
expected to see further
gains this year. Muhammad
Aurangzeb underscored
the importance of reducing
the KIBOR ahead of the
policy rate cut, making it

loans. He acknowledged
challenges but reaffirmed
the government’s
commitment to making
difficult decisions,
particularly regarding tax
and energy reforms, and
restructuring government
institutions.

The Federal Minister
for Finance and Revenue
stressed the need to reform
the pension system and
highlighted the critical role
of  technology in
governance to increase
transparency, reduce
corruption, and enhance
service delivery.

Israel strikes on Lebanon
kill 30 people around
Baalbek, says governor

BEIRUT: Israeli strikes on
Lebanon killed at least 30
people around the eastern
city of Baalbek in the Bekaa
Valley on Wednesday, ac-
cording to the regional gov-
ernor, and at dusk more
strikes hit Beirut’s south-
ern suburbs.

Israel and Iran-backed
Hezbollah have exchanged
fire for over a year in paral-
lel with the Gaza war but
fighting has dramatically
escalated since late Septem-
ber, with Israeli troops in-
tensifying bombing on
swathes of Lebanon’s south
and east and making ground
incursions into border vil-
lages.

Around 20 Israeli
strikes on the Baalbek-
Hermel governorate killed
30 people and wounded 35,
governor Bachir Khodr said
on X. The Israeli military
did not immediately com-
ment.

Israeli strikes have
also battered Hezbollah
strongholds in the southern

suburbs of the capital
Beirut. At least four strikes
targeted the area on
Wednesday after the Israeli
military ordered residents
to evacuate from several
locations.

There was no imme-
diate report on casualties or
details on what was hit. The
attack happened shortly
after Hezbollah secretary
general Naim Qassem said
he did not believe that “po-
litical action” would bring
about an end to hostilities.

He said there could be
a road to indirect negotia-
tions if Israel stopped its
attacks. “When the enemy
decides to stop the aggres-
sion, there is a path for ne-
gotiations that we have
clearly defined - indirect
negotiations through the
Lebanese state and Speaker
(of parliament Nabih)
Berri,” said Qassem.

More than 3,000
people have been killed in
Israeli strikes on Lebanon
over the last year, the vast
majority in the past six

weeks.

Lebanese rescuers
scoured a destroyed apart-
ment building in the town
of Barja south of Beirut for
bodies or any survivors af-
ter an Israeli strike on Tues-
day evening that killed 20
people there, Lebanon’s
health ministry said.

Moussa Zahran, who
lived on one of the upper
floors of the building, re-
turned to sift through the
ruins of his home. His
burned feet were wrapped
in gauze and his son and
wife were in hospital after
being wounded in the
strike.

“These rocks that you
see here weigh 100 kilos,
they fell on a 13 kilo kid,”
he said, referring to his son
and the apartment wall that
had collapsed onto him
during the strike.

It was not immedi-
ately clear if the strike tar-
geted a member of
Hezbollah. There was no
evacuation warning ahead
of the air raid.

US will continue Taiwan-friendly
approach after election, senior
Taiwan official says

TAIPEI: The United States
will continue its friendly ap-
proach towards Taiwan af-
ter the presidential election
and Taiwan will work to
prevent China “making
trouble” during the transi-
tion, a senior Taiwanese
security official said on
Wednesday.

US President Donald
Trump has made com-
ments on the campaign trail
that Taiwan should pay to
be protected and also ac-
cused the island of stealing
American semiconductor
business.

Democratically-gov-
erned Taiwan, which China
views as its own territory,
has faced a sustained mili-
tary pressure campaign
from Beijing over the past
five years, including four
major rounds of war games

in the past two years.

Earlier, speaking to
reporters in parliament,
Taiwan National Security
Bureau Director-General
Tsai Ming-yen noted the
election’s outcome was still
unknown.

“On relations across
the Taiwan Strait we believe
that the United States will
continue its current ap-
proach of constraining
China and being friendly to
Taiwan,” he said.

Taiwan will continue
communication with the
current administration fo-
cusing on key issues for
cooperation “in the next
phase” and work with in-
ternational partners to ex-
change information on
China’s intentions and
military movements dur-
ing the transition, Tsai
added.

Russia floats idea of ‘reset’
with United States after
Trump declares victory

MOSCOW: New opportu-
nities to reset relations be-
tween Moscow and Wash-
ington have opened up, the
influential head of Russia’s
sovereign wealth fund said
on Wednesday after Donald
Trump declared victory in
the US presidential elec-
tion. Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine in 2022 triggered
the biggest confrontation
between Moscow and the
West since the 1962 Cuban
missile crisis when the So-
viet Union and the US came
close to nuclear war.

Both Russian and US
diplomats say relations be-
tween the world’s two larg-
est nuclear powers have

only been worse during the
depths of the Cold War.

Kirill Dmitriev, CEO
of Russia’s sovereign
wealth fund and a senior fig-
ure in Russia’s political
elite, said that Trump’s
team had won the presi-
dency and the Senate “de-
spite a large-scale
disinformation campaign
directed against them”.

“Their convincing vic-
tory shows that ordinary
Americans are tired of the
unprecedented lies, incom-
petence, and malice of the
Biden administration,” said
Dmitriev, a former Goldman
Sachs banker who has pre-
viously had contacts with
the Trump team.
